Investigations panel for suspected multiple myeloma
· Blood (non-fasting)
· Full blood count + film (FBC + film)
· Urea/electrolytes/creatinine (EUC + calcium)
· Serum protein electrophoresis (SPEP)
· Serum free light chains (SFLC)

· Urine
· Random urine protein/albumin, protein electrophoresis (UPEP)

· Imaging
· Plain x-ray affected site
· Low dose CT skeletal survey (if monoclonal protein or abnormal FLC ratio detected)

Red flags for Emergency Department referral
· Suspected spinal cord compression
· Severe or symptomatic hypercalcaemia (corrected calcium >3.5mmol/L)
· Severe anaemia (Haemoglobin <70g/L)
· Uncontrolled pain due to bone lesion/fracture
· Severe or rapidly progressive acute kidney injury (eGFR <15ml/min)

Outpatient referral indications
Urgent
· Paraprotein (any concentration) and/or abnormal SFLC ratio PLUS ≥1 of:
· Anaemia
· Abnormal eGFR
· Hypercalcaemia
· Bone lesions on XR or CT
· Paraprotein >30g/L or involved free light chain concentration >500mg/L

Non-urgent
· Not meeting above criteria
